
On motion of Mr.  , seconded by Mr.  , the following resolution was offered: 


               RESOLUTION NO.  
A resolution requesting and authorizing the Planning Department and the Planning Advisory Board to conduct a study of the text of Chapter 33, Unified Development Code of the Code of Ordinances of the Parish of Jefferson, with the intent of evaluating, clarifying, and amending regulations pertaining to dumpsters, loading, nonconforming signs, monument signs, supplemental use standards, and the development approval process in the Fat City zoning districts; establishing interim regulations during the study; and providing for related matters.  (District 5)

WHEREAS, in administering the Fat City zoning regulations since their adoption by Ordinance No. 23881 on September 22, 2010, the departments of planning and code enforcement have identified provisions that need to be clarified and amended to improve administration and enforcement; and

WHEREAS, the Fat City Advisory Board, created by Resolution No. 116038 on January 12, 2011, has endorsed these clarifications and amendments.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Jefferson Parish Council, Jefferson Parish, Louisiana, acting as governing authority of said Parish:

SECTION I. That the Planning Department and the Planning Advisory Board are hereby authorized to conduct a study of the text of Chapter 33, Unified Development Code, with the intent of evaluating, clarifying, and amending regulations pertaining to dumpsters, loading, nonconforming signs, monument signs, supplemental use standards, and the development approval process in the Fat City zoning districts; and providing for related matters.
SECTION II.  That interim zoning regulations are hereby in effect that permit monument signs in the Pedestrian Core District (FC-1) subject to the following criteria:

1) The monument sign replaces a detached pole sign that was a legal sign on the site on the effective date of Ordinance No. 23881;
2) Except on the east side of lots abutting Severn Avenue which is subject to existing FC-1 regulations, one (1) monument sign is allowed for each site and the sign shall not exceed twenty (20) square feet in area and eight (8) feet in height.  The pedestal of the sign shall not be counted as part of the sign area; and
3) The monument sign shall be removed prior to the issuance of a building permit for the establishment of a new building that replaces the building in which business was conducted or product was sold as advertised by the sign.
SECTION III.  That interim zoning regulations are hereby in effect that the height of a monument sign shall be measured from the ground to the top of the sign including the pedestal.
SECTION IV.  That interim zoning regulations are hereby in effect that any change in a business name or change in a use advertised by a legally nonconforming sign in the FC-1 district, Residential Mixed Use District (FC-2), or Commercial Mixed Use District (FC-3) shall not require the removal of the nonconforming sign before December 31, 2015 if (1) the sign is a multi-tenant sign that advertises, identifies, or pertains to more than one business or use located on the premises; and (2) the change is the replacement of a sign face, is not the replacement, alteration, extension or enlargement of the sign structure, and does not increase sign height, width, depth, or area.  All other provisions of Fat City Amortization of Signs shall apply. 
SECTION V.  That interim zoning regulations are hereby in effect that greater compliance with the FC-1, FC-2, or FC-3 regulations to the maximum extent practical shall not apply to renovations that occur only in the interior of an existing building.
SECTION VI.  That interim zoning regulations are hereby in effect that impervious surface in the FC-1, FC-2, or FC-3 district shall not be required to be removed if the surface is not needed to meet parking or pedestrian circulation requirements and is completely obstructed from view of a public right of way by a building.

SECTION VII.  That interim zoning regulations are hereby in effect that extend the ultimate deadline for compliance with dumpster regulations in the FC-1 district to June 30, 2014, and that clarify that restaurants are authorized to use a dumpster by right subject to the location and screening requirements of Chapter 16, including the hardship provision for these requirements.
SECTION VIII.  The interim zoning regulations set forth in this resolution are in accordance with and by the authority of Sec. 33-2.23 and Sec. 40-880 of the Jefferson Parish Code of Ordinances providing, in pertinent part, that when a zoning or land use study has been initiated by resolution of the Jefferson Parish Council and pending final disposition of said amendment, supplement, change, zoning or land use study, a moratorium on the issuance of certificates of use and occupancy or building permits for a building, structure or occupancy which would be prohibited by passage of the proposed amendment shall be in effect for one (1) year, which may be extended by the Jefferson Parish Council for not longer than one (1), six (6) month period.  
SECTION IX.  That the Council Chairman or in his absence the Vice-Chairman be and is authorized to execute any and all documents necessary to give full force and effect to this resolution.
