SUMMARY NO.  23413     ORDINANCE NO.  
 An ordinance amending the Jefferson Parish Code of Ordinances to require the Jefferson Parish Administration to provide monthly organizational reports; and otherwise providing with respect thereto. (Parishwide)

THE JEFFERSON PARISH COUNCIL HEREBY ORDAINS:

SECTION 1. That Section 2-131 of the Jefferson Parish Code of Ordinances is hereby amended to read as follows:
Sec. 2-131. – Reports to council.

A.  Reports requested by the Parish Council regarding policy, funding of projects, and other information necessary for the effective operation of all departments shall be submitted within the time limit requested by the council. Failure to produce such reports will constitute neglect of duty. 
B.  Department directors shall coordinate with the Parish Council, through the Research and Budget Analysis Staff, to provide monthly organizational reports identifying department tasks, responsibilities and operational status with respect to, but not limited to, the following:
1) Inventory of Parish Assets;

2) Blighted Property;

3) Change Orders for Capital Projects;

4) Inspection and Code Enforcement Cases, Permits and Violations;

5) Contracts;

6) Construction Projects;

7) Economic Development;

8) Emergency Activations;

9) Film Production;

10) Contract Legal and/or Consulting Services and Fees;

11) Legislation

12) Litigation Filings/resolutions

13) Employee Overtime, Retirement Contributions, Accrued Sick and Annual Leave, Pay Raises, Expense Accounts and Employee Reimbursement;

14) Personnel-Vacant and Filled Positions;

15) Public Works;

16) Recovery System;

17) Risk Management/Loss;

18) Safety;

19) Sales/Occupational Taxes;

20) Surplus Property;

21) Training/Professional Development;

22) Travel;

23) Unclassified Personnel Evaluations;

24) Water Meters;

25) Parish Website; and 

26) Building Permits

C. The Council’s Research and Budget Analysis Staff shall guide each department with respect to the details and format required for each organizational report.  Any and all reports requested by the Council’s Research and Budget Analysis Staff shall be considered as having been requested by the Council for purposes of this section.  Failure to produce such reports will constitute neglect of duty.

The ordinance was declared to be adopted on this the 7th day of March, 2012, and shall become effective as follows; if signed forthwith by the Parish President, ten (10) days after adoption, thereafter upon signature by the Parish President, or, if not signed by the Parish President, upon expiration of the time for ordinances to be considered finally adopted without the signature of the Parish President, as provided in Section 2.07 of the Charter. If vetoed by the Parish President and subsequently approved by the Council, this ordinance shall become effective on the day of such approval.
