An ordinance approving the plan of resubdivision of Portion of Lots 1, 2 and 3, Colonial Farms Subdivision, Tract B, Jefferson Parish, Louisiana, and Lot 22-A, Square 3, Cherokee Court Subdivision, Jefferson Parish, Louisiana, into Lot 1-A, Colonial Farms Subdivision, Tract B, and Lot 22-A-1, Square 3, Cherokee Court Subdivision, in accordance with a plan by Gilbert, Kelly and Couturie, Inc., L.S., dated  October 17, 2011,  which Portion of Lots 1, 2 and 3, Colonial Farms Subdivision, Tract B, Jefferson Parish, Louisiana, are owned by St. Matthew the Apostle Roman Catholic Church, River Ridge, Louisiana, and which Lot 22-A, Square 3, Cherokee Court Subdivision, is owned in part by Michael and Judy Babin and in part by St. Matthew the Apostle Roman Catholic Church, River Ridge, Louisiana. (Council District 2)

WHEREAS, St. Matthew the Apostle Roman Catholic Church, River Ridge, Louisiana is the owner of Portion of Lots 1, 2 and 3, Colonial Farms Subdivision, Tract B, Jefferson Parish, Louisiana, which it acquired by Act before Chas. I. Denechaud, Jr., dated March 17, 1960, registered in COB 502, folio 26, Parish of Jefferson; and a portion of Lot 22-A, Square 3, Cherokee Court Subdivision, Jefferson Parish, Louisiana, which it acquired by Act before Todd R. Gennardo dated June 2, 2011, registered in COB 3279, folio 877, Parish of Jefferson; and Michael and Judy Babin are owners Lot 22-A, Square 3, Cherokee Court Subdivision, Jefferson Parish, Louisiana, which they acquired by Act before Richard K. Simoneaux dated October 26, 1987, registered in COB 1835, folio 126, Parish of Jefferson, less that portion of Lot 22-A, donated to St. Matthew The Apostle Roman Catholic Church, River Ridge, by Act before Todd R. Gennardo, referenced hereinabove. 

WHEREAS, said owners desires to resubdivide said Lots into Lots to be designated as Lot 1-A, Colonial Farms Subdivision, Tract B, Jefferson Parish, Louisiana and Lot 22-A-1, Square 3, Cherokee Court Subdivision, Jefferson Parish, Louisiana, and; 

WHEREAS, the Planning Director of this Parish has caused to be duly advertised as prescribed by law, a public hearing in connection with the resubdivision of said lots; and 


WHEREAS, a public hearing was held by the Planning Advisory Boards, in accordance with the law: NOW THEREFORE,


THE JEFFERSON PARISH COUNCIL HEREBY ORDAINS,  
SECTION I.  That the plan of Gilbert, Kelly and Couturie, Inc., L.S., dated October 17, 2011, showing the resubdivision of Portion of Lots 1, 2 and 3, Colonial Farms Subdivision, Tract B, Jefferson Parish, Louisiana and Lot 22-A, Square 3, Cherokee Court Subdivision, Jefferson Parish, Louisiana, into Lot 1-A, Colonial Farms Subdivision, Tract B, Jefferson Parish, Louisiana, and Lot 22-A-1, Square 3, Cherokee Court Subdivision, Jefferson Parish, Louisiana, in accordance with said plan, is hereby approved and accepted.


SECTION II.  That the Parish of Jefferson has not examined or reviewed the title of any portion of land shown, or any restrictive covenants, or restrictions placed on said property, and that the action of the Parish in this matter does not imply (1) that the applicant or owners title or ownership is valid (2) that there are or are not any restrictive covenants or other restrictions on said property, or (3) that any restrictive covenants or restrictions that may be on said property are enforceable or are not enforceable. 


SECTION III.  That the Chairman of the Parish Council of Jefferson Parish, or in his absence the Vice Chairman, is hereby authorized , empowered and directed to sign all documents and acts necessary and proper in the premises to give full force and effect to this ordinance.
