
On motion of __________________, seconded by _________________ the following resolution was offered:

RESOLUTION NO. _______________________

A resolution hereby authorizing that the Jefferson Parish Council has No Objection to the Joint Permit Application by C&M Contractors, Inc. for work within the Louisiana Coastal Zone (P20080047) following the reclamation of 0.22 acre of water bottoms in the Barataria Bay Waterway as part of a 4.38 acre expansion to an existing marina and to provide additional protection of the property from erosion; and that a copy of this resolution be sent to the Louisiana State Land Office, the Louisiana Department of Natural Resources’ Coastal Management Division, the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers, and the permit applicant. (Council District No. 1)

WHEREAS, the activity is located at the southern end of Louisiana Highway 45, adjacent to the east bank of the Barataria Bay Waterway at C&M Marina, now referred to as Lafitte Harbor Marina, 4932 Kenal Road, Lafitte, Louisiana; and 
WHEREAS, the applicant has submitted an After-The-Fact permit application for filling in 4.38 acres of property, of which 0.22 acre consists of non-vegetated water bottoms in the Barataria Bay Waterway, in order to expand an existing marina; and

WHEREAS, work performed included filling in 4.38 acres of property to construct a boat storage shed and parking area to accommodate commercial and recreational trailers, as well as provide general parking for marina patrons; and
WHEREAS, the Lafitte Harbor Marina serves as a valuable asset to Jefferson Parish and the region; and 
WHEREAS, the Lafitte Harbor Marina provides many essential services to the oil and gas industry, as well as to commercial and recreational fishermen that include but are not limited to: a marina, private/commercial fuel dock, private/commercial boat rentals, crane service, boat dry storage, grocery/marine hardware/outdoor outfitter store, and private/commercial travel trailer rental sites; and 
WHEREAS, the reclamation of land adjacent to the Barataria Bay Waterway will provide additional protection from erosion; and 

WHEREAS, prior to issuing a Class A Permit (permits for reclamation of lands lost to erosion on or after July 1, 1921), the Louisiana State Land Office requires a No Objection from the local governing authority, in this case Jefferson Parish, in which the activity is to occur; and

WHEREAS, the Parish has No Objection to the State issuing a Class A Permit to C&M Contractors, Inc. for reclaiming land to provide for expansion of an existing marina and to provide additional protection of the property from erosion; and

WHEREAS, the proposed activity is consistent with the policies for uses in the Lower West Bank Management Unit of the Jefferson Parish Coastal Zone Management Program; and

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by the Jefferson Parish Council of Jefferson Parish, Louisiana acting as governing authority of said Parish:


Section 1.  That the Jefferson Parish Council has No Objection to the State issuing a Class A Permit per the Joint Permit Application by C&M Contractors, Inc. for work within the Louisiana Coastal Zone (P20080047) reclaiming 0.22 acre of water bottoms in the Barataria Bay Waterway as part of a 4.38 acre project to expand an existing marina and provide additional protection of the property from erosion. (Council District No. 1)
