SUMMARY NO.   23477   ORDINANCE NO. 
An ordinance amending various sections of the Jefferson Parish Code of Ordinances referring to the Director of the Office of Research & Budget Analysis, to reflect changes in that office effected by the adoption of Ordinance No. 24073 on August 10, 2011; and otherwise providing with respect thereto.  (Parishwide)


WHEREAS, Ordinance No. 24073, adopted on August 10, 2011, changed the composition of the Jefferson Parish Council’s Office of Research and Budget Analysis staff such that the office now has two directors; and


WHEREAS, there are several references throughout the Jefferson Parish Code of Ordinances that refer to the director (singular) of the Office of Research and Budget Analysis staff that should be amended to reflect the change made to the composition of the office by the adoption of Ordinance No. 24073; now, therefore,

THE JEFFERSON PARISH COUNCIL HEREBY ORDAINS:
SECTION 1. That Section 23-152 of the Jefferson Parish Code of Ordinances is hereby amended to read as follows:

Sec. 23-152. - Review and reporting of the financial disclosure information.
(a) 
The parish attorney shall notify the members of the Jefferson Parish Council and the parish president of all violations of the provisions of this division. 

(b) 
The parish attorney, one of the directors of the office of research and budget analysis and the Jefferson Parish Compliance and Ethics Officer shall annually review the financial disclosure statements and shall make a report to the council by no later than July 31st of each year of their findings and recommendations concerning said statements. The parish attorney, the director of the office of research and budget analysis who participated in the original report and the Jefferson Parish Compliance and Ethics Officer shall provide to the council supplemental reports as necessary for any financial disclosure statements filed after May 15th of any year in accordance with the provisions of this division, said supplemental reports to be submitted to the council within thirty (30) days of the filing of any statements filed after May 15th of any year. 
SECTION 2. That Section 2-927(c) of the Jefferson Parish Code of Ordinances is hereby amended to read as follows:

(c)
The parish clerk shall receive the submittals required under section 2-928(a) and forward copies of each submittal to each member of the council, and to each member of the technical evaluation committee for each project. The directors of the research and budget analysis staff shall also receive a list of all persons or firms submitting for each project. No submittals required under section 2-928(a) shall be accepted after the deadline. The parish clerk shall also retain copies of all submittals in the parish records.
SECTION 3. That Section 2-17(a) of the Jefferson Parish Code of Ordinances is hereby amended to read as follows:

Sec. 2-17. - Office of chief of staff to parish.
(a) 
Office created. The office of chief of staff of the parish council is hereby created and shall be vested with responsibility for the following: 

(1) 
Preparation and administration of the annual council office budget;

(2) 
Custody of the personnel records for all council office employees and administration of personnel related matters such as new employee processing, time and attendance reporting for payroll purposes, and authorizations for leave requests; 

(3) 
Direct supervision of the receptionists on the east and west banks and any other council office staff not reporting directly to a council member, the parish clerk or the research and budget analysis directors; 

(4) 
Preparation of an information handbook for use by council members;

(5) 
Preparation of an annual council activities calendar, including key activities and anticipated major events to be prepared and distributed at the beginning of the year. 
SECTION 4. That Section 17-5.6(a) of the Jefferson Parish Code of Ordinances is hereby amended to read as follows:

(a)
Committee. There is hereby created a committee to be known as the hotel/motel review committee that shall function substantially similar to the alcoholic beverage permit review committee as set forth in Article II, Chapter 4. The committee shall be composed of the council chairman or his designee, the director of criminal justice or his designee and one of the directors of the office of research and budget analysis or his their designee. The committee shall have the authority to conduct all public hearings, as provided in this chapter, regarding the suspension or revocation of occupational licenses for hotels/motels.  
SECTION 5. That Section 4-34(1) of the Jefferson Parish Code of Ordinances is hereby amended to read as follows:
(1)
Committee. There is hereby created a committee to be known as the alcoholic beverage permit review committee; the committee shall be composed of the council chairman or his/her designee, the district council person or his/her designee, one of the directors of the office of research and budget analysis or his/her their designee, the director of criminal justice and the director of the department of inspection and code enforcement. The committee shall have the authority to conduct all public hearings, as provided in this article, regarding the suspension or revocation of alcoholic beverage permits or the denial of a renewal application.
