On motion of M., seconded by M.,  the following resolution was offered:

RESOLUTION NO. 

A resolution approving an Intergovernmental Agreement between Jefferson Parish and the Regional Transit Authority to allow the purchase of an “inter-parish pass” which will make it simpler, easier and more cost effective for the citizens of Jefferson and Orleans Parishes to utilize both Jefferson Parish and RTA’s transit systems in a single day at no cost to the Parish. (Parishwide)
WHEREAS, Art. VII, Sec. 14(C) of the Louisiana Constitution of 1974 provides that for a public purpose, the State and its political subdivisions may engage in cooperative endeavors with each other, with the United States or its agencies, or with any public or private organization, corporation or individuals; and
WHEREAS, Art. VII, Sec. 14(B) of the Louisiana Constitution of 1974 provides that public funds may be used for programs of social welfare for the aid and support of the citizens of Jefferson Parish; and 
WHEREAS, PARISH is a constitutionally and statutorily-created local political body of the State of Louisiana with the constitutional and statutory authority to contract, including entering into intergovernmental agreements; and

WHEREAS, RTA is a constitutionally and statutorily-created local political body of the State of Louisiana with the constitutional and statutory authority to contract, including entering into intergovernmental agreements; and

WHEREAS, PARISH is authorized by the Jefferson Parish Charter Article 1, Section 1.01(7) to enter into this Agreement for developing and operating public transportation systems; and 
WHEREAS, the public purpose of the Project is described as better serving the citizens of Jefferson and Orleans Parishes by making it simpler, easier and more cost effective for Jefferson and Orleans Parish citizens to utilize the transit systems of the neighboring parish on a daily basis by purchasing an “inter-parish pass;”  and

WHEREAS, PARISH has a reasonable expectation of receiving the benefit or value of making it easier and more cost effective for citizens to utilize both Jefferson Parish and RTA’s transit systems in a single day which is at least equivalent to any reimbursement provided to RTA  in this Agreement; and

WHEREAS, the transfer or expenditure of public funds or property is not a gratuitous donation; and
WHEREAS, the citizens of Jefferson and Orleans Parishes will benefit from the efforts of these parties working together; and 

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Jefferson Parish Council acting in the governing authority of said Parish:

SECTION 1.  That the Intergovernmental Agreement between Jefferson Parish and the Regional Transit Authority to allow the purchase of an “inter-parish pass” which will make it simpler, easier and more cost effective for the citizens of Jefferson and Orleans Parishes to utilize both Jefferson Parish and RTA’s transit systems in a single day is hereby approved.

SECTION 2. That there are no direct costs associated with this Agreement.
SECTION 3. That the term of the contract shall commence upon the date of execution of the Agreement and expire on midnight of the date immediately preceding the first anniversary.
SECTION 4.  That the Chairman of the Jefferson Parish Council, or in his absence the Vice-Chairman, is hereby authorized to sign any and all documents necessary to give full force and effect to this resolution.
