ORDINANCE NO.
An ordinance declaring various properties no longer needed for public purpose, and authorizing the disposition of the properties at an auction in connection with the Sale of Adjudicated Property (SAP) Program and to provide for other related matters.  (Parishwide)

WHEREAS, Jefferson Parish expends large sums of money to maintain several thousand properties that have been adjudicated to Jefferson Parish; and

WHEREAS, Jefferson Parish desires to rapidly place these properties back into the stream of commerce by offering them at an absolute auction in connection with the Sale of Adjudicated Property (SAP) Program; and

WHEREAS, Jefferson Parish desires to sell the properties on the attached auction list Exhibit “A”, which is annexed hereto and made a part hereof.

THE JEFFERSON PARISH COUNCIL HEREBY ORDAINS:

SECTION 1.  That the properties on the attached Exhibit “A” are no longer needed for public purpose and the sale of said properties at an absolute auction(s), in connection with the Sale of Adjudicated Property (SAP) Program, is hereby authorized.  

SECTION 2.  That the net proceeds from the sale of the properties shall be deposited into Budget Account No. 10010-0000-5853, Adjudicated Property Sales and shall be dedicated first to cover the costs and expenses of the auction with remaining proceeds to be dedicated to the Jefferson Parish Department of Inspection and Code Enforcement and Property Maintenance Zoning & Quality of Life for expenses incurred by these departments in grass cutting, debris removal and demolition of derelict structures on private properties.

SECTION 3. That an auction(s) date will be set and advertised and published in accordance with state law and local ordinances.

That the Council Chairperson, or in his or her absence the Vice-Chairperson, is authorized to sign any and all documents required to carry out the provisions of this ordinance.
