RESOLUTION NO.  
A resolution approving Amendment No. 2 to the Intergovernmental Agreement between Gretna Police Department and Jefferson Parish to provide funding to the Gretna Police Department for the West Bank Security Task Force for a period of one year at a cost not to exceed ____________________.. (Council Districts 1, 2, 3)
WHEREAS, Art. VII, Sec. 14(C) of the Louisiana Constitution of 1974 provides that for a public purpose, the State and its political subdivisions may engage in cooperative endeavors with each other, with the United States or its agencies, or with any public or private organization, corporation or individuals; and



WHEREAS, Jefferson Parish and the Gretna Police Department are authorized to enter into this agreement pursuant to La. R.S. 33:1324 which permits any parish, municipality or political subdivision of the state, or any combination thereof, to make agreements between or among themselves to engage jointly in police, fire and health protection; and
WHEREAS, Jefferson Parish, pursuant to Charter Section 1.01(5), has the authority to provide law enforcement, police protection, crime investigation and related services to all citizens of Jefferson Parish; and

WHEREAS, Resolution No.130416, adopted on November 15, 2017, approved an IGA with the Gretna Police Department wherein the Parish agreed to fund the West Bank Security Task Force, a multi-agency task force, for a period of one year for a cost not to exceed Ninety-Thousand Dollars ($90,000.00); and the agreement was amended with the adoption of Resolution No. 130528 to add an additional amount of funding in the amount of $365,000.00 to help increase law enforcement and provide greater protection for the citizens of Jefferson Parish who live on the West Bank of the Mississippi River; and
WHEREAS, this Council wishes to further amend the IGA with the Gretna Police Department to change the amount of the additional funding for the Westbank Security Task Force to the amount of $_____________________; and
WHEREAS, the public purpose of this Agreement is to enhance law enforcement, police protection, and crime investigation for the citizens of Jefferson Parish; and

WHEREAS, the transfer or expenditure of public funds or property is not a gratuitous donation; and
WHEREAS, the citizens of Jefferson Parish will benefit from the efforts of these parties working together; and 

WHEREAS, the Parish has a reasonable expectation of receiving increased police protection and security in Jefferson Parish, thus creating a safer environment for residents, which is at least equivalent to the total of $________________ provided for in this Agreement; and
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Parish Council of Jefferson Parish, Louisiana, acting as governing authority of said Parish:

SECTION 1.  That Jefferson Parish is hereby authorized to enter into the attached Amendment No. 2 to the Intergovernmental Agreement with the Gretna Police Department, approved by the adoption of Resolution No.130416, adopted on November 15, 2017, and by the adoption of Amendment No. 1 to the Agreement on December 6, 2017, to fund the West Bank Security Task Force for a period of one year for a cost not to exceed ______________________________________.
SECTION 2.  That all costs referenced therein shall be charged as follows: __________________________.
SECTION 3.  That the Chairman of the Jefferson Parish Council, or in his absence the Vice-Chairperson be and they are, hereby authorized to execute any and all documents necessary to give full force and effect to this resolution.
