An ordinance submitted under Docket No. ES-170-17-PF approving the Preliminary and Final Plat of subdivision of Lots A and B, Square 21, Metairieville Subdivision, Jefferson Parish, LA, into Lots A1 and B1, Square 21, Metairieville Subdivision, which lots are owned by Raspanti Properties, L.L.C. and Michael Gilbert Raspanti, and approving and accepting the Final Plat of said subdivision. (Council District 5)


WHEREAS, Raspanti Properties, L.L.C. is the co-owner of Lots A and B Square 21, Metairieville Subdivision, Jefferson Parish, LA, which were acquired by Act before Michael E. Winters, Notary Public, dated May 31, 2017 registered in COB 3389 Folio 246, Parish of Jefferson; and


WHEREAS, Michael Gilbert Raspanti is the co-owner of Lots A and B, Square 21, Metairieville Subdivision, Jefferson Parish, LA, which were acquired by Act before A. Albert Ajubita, Notary Public, dated August 1, 2017 registered in COB 3392 Folio 210, Parish of Jefferson; and


WHEREAS, said owners desire to subdivide said Lots into Lots to be designated as Lots A1 and B1, Square 21, Metairieville Subdivision; and


WHEREAS, no public improvements are required, therefore the Preliminary Plat and Final Plat may be approved and accepted in combination in accordance with Section 33-2.32.4.B.5; and


WHEREAS, the Planning Director of this Parish has caused to be duly advertised, as prescribed by law, a public hearing in connection with the subdivision of said lots under Docket No. ES-170-17-PF; and


WHEREAS, a public hearing was held by the Planning Advisory Board, in accordance with the law:  NOW THEREFORE, 


THE JEFFERSON PARISH COUNCIL HEREBY ORDAINS:


SECTION I.  That the Preliminary and Final Plat by Richard B. Edwards dated October 26, 2017, submitted under Docket No. ES-170-17-PF, showing the subdivision of Lots A and B, Square 21, Metairieville Subdivision, Jefferson Parish, LA into Lots A1 and B1, and the dedication of a five-foot sidewalk and utility servitude in accordance with said plan, is hereby approved and accepted.


SECTION II.  That in accordance with Section 33-2.35 of the Unified Development Code (UDC), Subdivision Waivers, the following is hereby waived, accepted and approved:

a) the insufficient average lot depth of 97.295 feet for Lot A1 instead of the required lot depth of 100 feet in the R-1A district;

b) the insufficient lot area of 4,526 square feet for Lot A1 instead of the required lot area of 5,000 square feet in the R-1A district;

c) the insufficient average lot depth of 50 feet for Lot B1 instead of the required lot depth of 100 feet in the R-1A district;

d) the insufficient lot area of 3,165 square feet for Lot B1 instead of the required lot area of 5,000 square feet in the R-1A district;

e) the building across lot lines Lots A1 and B1 where it is not permitted;

f) the insufficient front yard setback of 12.1 feet for Lot A1 instead of the required 20 feet in the R-1A district;

g) the insufficient rear yard setback of 0 feet for Lot A1 where 19.459 feet is required for this lot in the R-1A district;

h) the living area in the rear yard for Lot A1 where none is permitted;

i) the location of structures in the sight triangle on Lot A1 where none is permitted;

j) the excess garage height of 14.05 feet for Lot A1 where 13 feet is the maximum permitted;

k) the insufficient garage rear yard setback of 0 feet for Lot A1 where 5 feet is required;

l) the insufficient location of the accessory garage on Lot A1 of 9.8 feet beyond the front yard line of the key lot in the rear where 20 feet 4 ¾ inches is required;

m) the insufficient front yard setback of 10 feet for Lot B1 instead of the required 20 feet in the R-1A district;

n) the insufficient rear yard of 5.2 feet for Lot B1 where 15 feet is required for this lot in the R-1A district;

o) the insufficient (north) side setback of 0 feet for Lot B1 where 7 feet is required in the R-1A district;

p) the living area is the rear yard for Lot B1 where none is permitted.

SECTION III.  That the Parish of Jefferson has not examined or reviewed the title of any portion of land shown, or any restrictive covenants or restrictions placed on said property, and that the action of the Parish in this matter does not imply (1) that the applicant’s or owner’s title or ownership is valid, (2) that there are or are not any restrictive covenants  or other restrictions on said property, or (3) that any restrictive covenants or restrictions that may be on said property are enforceable or are not enforceable.

SECTION IV.  That the Chairperson of the Parish Council of Jefferson Parish, or in his absence the Vice Chairperson, is hereby authorized, empowered, and directed to sign all documents and acts necessary and proper in the premises to give full force and effect to this ordinance.
