                    RESOLUTION NO. 
A resolution authorizing the Chairman or, in his absence, the Vice Chairman of the Jefferson Parish Council to sign the attached Parish Infrastructure and Environmental Review (PIER) Certificate (Application No. PIER 2013-1) for Texas Petroleum Investment Company to restore 1.29 acres of wetlands damaged by the grounding and removal of the Saturday Island Oil Storage Barge displaced by Hurricane Isaac on the northern side of Bayou St. Denis, approximately 11.5 miles southeasterly of Lafitte. (Council District 1)

WHEREAS, a containment levee currently surrounds the 1.29 acres of impacted wetlands located on the north side of Bayou St. Denis, west of the Barataria Bay Waterway approximately 11.5 miles southeasterly of Lafitte; and
WHEREAS, a total of 20,200 cubic yards of borrow material from adjacent borrow pits will be placed within the levee to the elevation of the adjacent wetlands prior to the area being replanted with native vegetation; and
WHEREAS, any portion of the containment levee that has not naturally degraded within a year will be breached in multiple locations for the purpose of sustaining natural tidal flows; and
WHEREAS, Texas Petroleum Investment Company has submitted an application for a PIER Certificate, along with an associated application fee, to the Jefferson Parish Clerk of Council; and 
WHEREAS, in accordance with Section 39-10 of the Jefferson Parish Code of Ordinances, the proposed project activity has been determined to be consistent with the PIER Certificate requirements.

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by the Jefferson Parish Council of Jefferson Parish, Louisiana, acting as governing authority of said Parish:


SECTION 1.  That the Chairman or, in his absence, the Vice Chairman of the Jefferson Parish Council is hereby authorized to sign the attached Parish Infrastructure and Environmental Review (PIER) Certificate (Application No. PIER 2013-1) for Texas Petroleum Investment Company to restore 1.29 acres of wetlands damaged by the grounding and removal of the Saturday Island Oil Storage Barge displaced by Hurricane Isaac on the northern side of Bayou St. Denis, approximately 11.5 miles southeasterly of Lafitte.
